Derivative Classification Training
Executive Order 13526 states derivative classifiers are required to have training once every 2 years on the proper application of the derivative classification principles of the order, with an emphasis on avoiding over-classification.  Defense Security Service (DSS), Center for Development of Security Excellence (CDSE) has developed the training, and will help support commands in meeting the training requirements of the order.  The training covers the responsibilities associated with derivatively classifying information, the process and methods for derivatively classifying information, and identifying sources to use when derivatively classifying information.  The course is designed for DoD military, civilian and contractor personnel who are responsible for derivatively classifying national security information.  The training is available through the following sources:
