ENS [ ®e.00© |RELATED THAT ON 06SEP91, HE AND| w®e wno | ENS, USN TRAVELED
TO LAS VEGAS, NV VIA SOUTHWEST AIRLINES. HE RELATED THAT THEY ARRIVED

AT APPROXIMATELY 2100 AND PROCEEDED TO REGISTER AT THE PADDLE WHEEL HOTEL,
WHERE THEY HAD A ROOM RESERVED ON EITHER THE FOURTH OR SIXTH FLOOR. HE
CONTINUED THAT BETWEEN 2300 AND 2330, THEY WENT TO THE THIRD FLOOR OF THE
LAS VEGAS HILTON WHERE THEY VISITED VARIOUS "ADMIN ROOMS". ACCORDING TO
HE WAS IN ONE ROOM HAVING A BEER WHEN HE HEARD LOUD YELLING AND
POUNDING ON THE WALLS. HE RELATED THAT HE TRIED TO LEAVE THE ROOM TO SEE
WHAT WAS OCCURRING BUT WAS UNABLE TO EXIT INTO THE HALLWAY BECAUSE OF THE
CROWD OF PEOPLE IN THE DOORWAY. STATED THAT HE RETURNED TO THE
BAR AND ORDERED ANOTHER BEER AND AGAIN WENT TO THE DOORWAY. HE ADVISED
THAT THE CROWD IN THE HALLWAY HAD THINNED CONSIDERABLY AND HE WAS ABLE TO
MOVE OUT OF THE ROOM. ACCORDING TO HE OBSERVED TWO HILTON
SECURITY GUARDS LIFT A FEMALE OFF THE FLOOR AND SUPPORT HER BY HOLDING HER
ELBOWS. STATED THAT THE PERSON WAS CLAD ONLY IN A SHIRT. HE
CONTINUED THAT SECURITY ESCORTED THIS FEMALE DOWN THE HALLWAY AWAY FROM THE
SUITE WHERE HE WAS STANDING. HE RELATED THAT TO THE BEST OF HIS

STATED THAT HE WENT TO THE THIRD FLOOR ON SATURDAY NIGHT, ARRIVING
AT APPROXIMATELY 2200 BUT STAYED ONLY A SHORT WHILE, SPENDING ALL OF HIS
TIME IN THE POOL/PATIO AREA TO AVOID THE CROWDS WHICH WERE MINGLING IN THE
HALLWAY AREA. HE STATED THAT WHEN HE WANTED A DRINK, HE WOULD ENTER A
RANDOM ADMIN ROOM FROM THE POOL AREA VIA THE SLIDING GLASS DOORS. HE
DENIED ANY KNOWLEDGE OF ANY PHYSICAL OR INDECENT ASSAULT ON ANY FEMALES.
HE FURTHER STATED THAT HE DID NOT HEAR ANY CHANTING OR OTHER UNUSUAL NOISES
NOT ASSOCIATED WITH BOISTEROUS BEHAVIOR.

BOISTEROUS. SEVERAL INTERVIEWEES LIKENED THE ATMOSPHERE TO THAT OF A
COLLEGE FRATERNITY PARTY. INTERVIEWEES WHO HAD ATTENDED PREVIOUS TAILHOOK
CONVENT ION SOCIAL GATHERINGS. CONSIDERED THIS YEARS ACTIVITIES WERE RATHER
TAME BY COMPARISON. MANY OF THOSE [INTERVIEWED ADVISED THAT THE FEMALES ON
THE THIRD FLOOR WERE PREDOMINATELY PROFESSIONAL ENTERTAINERS HIRED BY THE
VARIQUS "UNIT ADMINS” OR THOSE HIRED FOR BARTENDING IN THE ROOMS. NONE OF
THE INTERVIEWEES WERE ABLE TO IDENTIFY ANY POSSIBLE SUSPECTS AFTER VIEWING
THE COMPOSITE SKETCH PROVIDED BY FAIRFAX COUNTY POLICE. NUMBER 1021, DATED
02NOV91. THOSE PERSONNEL WHO ACKNOWLEDGED BEING IN THE VICINITY OF THE SO
CALLED GAUNTLET ON O07SEP91. WERE SUBSEQUENTLY PHOTOGRAPHED FOR POTENTIAL
