$53,000 REWARD

RONALD HARNISH

NCIS is seeking information related to the 2006 murder of Ronald Harnish, a US
Navy Sailor stationed in San Diego at the time of his death.

On the night of December 27, 2006, Harnish and two other Sailors were driving
north on 30t Street past C Street in San Diego. They stopped, exited the car, and
got into a confrontation with two Hispanic males who were standing on the
sidewalk. One of the Hispanic males fired shots at the Sailors and their car. Ronald
Harnish was shot and killed at the scene. A second victim was shot but survived.

Anyone with information about the shooting is encouraged to come forward. San
Diego Crime Stoppers, Harnish’s family, and the California Governor’s Office are
offering a combined $53,000 reward for information leading to an arrest and
conviction in this case.
